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Homily Reflection by Rev. Cletus Imo

GOD’S REVELATION TO ALL PEOPLE

Epiphany is the celebration of the revelation of Jesus to
the Jews and Gentiles as the Savior of the world. It celebrates the
same reality as Christmas but with a different emphasis. While
Christmas emphasizes that God became man, Epiphany empha-
sizes the glory of the God-man to the world. In the Old Testa-
ment, God revealed himself to the Jews through Abraham, but in
the New Testament, he revealed himself to the Gentile Nations
through the Magi from the East.

Before this time, God was known only as the God of the
Jews, while the rest of humanity who did not profess belief in
God were seen as pagans. God only used the Jews (as a litmus
test) to begin the revelation of himself, intending to extend it to
other Nations through Israel, as we read in the first reading. Even
the words of the psalmist in today’s Mass are a confirmation of
this divine plan. This goes to confirm that there is always more
about God that needs to be known.

One of the implications of the Epiphany is the universali-
ty of salvation for all people. Jesus confirmed from the beginning
that God did not show partiality in his dealings with humanity
when he revealed himself to the three wise men. These wise men
were nature worshippers who interpreted phenomena and events
by reading the movements of the stars and other heavenly bodies.
In his omnipotence, God used their mode of seeing reality to
make known his glory in the Child Jesus.

It is this revelation that Paul speaks about in the second
reading today as an event that made the Gentiles coheirs and co-
partners with the Jews in the promise of Christ Jesus through the
Gospel (Eph. 3:6). All this goes to confirm the prophecy intended
of old that with the birth of Jesus “all flesh shall see the salvation
of the God” (Lk 3:6). This is the nature of Christianity, namely,
that God and salvation are accessible to all people without dis-
crimination.

As we can see, the Jews, who claimed exclusive preroga-
tive reserve for God and had the Scriptures to show for it, failed
to recognize that the Savior was in their midst, while the Magi,
who followed the natural light of the stars, were able to find
him. Like the Jews, we too have the Scriptures and the Sacra-
ments but live in a manner that smacks of what Paul says about
“having a form of godliness (religion) but denying the power of
it” (2 Tim 3:5). To have the Bible and not walk in its light or the
Sacraments and not participate fully in it, is not going to take us
anywhere.

With the magi, we learn that it is not the possession of
the truth (like the Jews) that matters, but how prepared we are to
walk in the light of the truth that we possess. In other words, we
will not be saved because we possess the truth but because we
live out the truth we possess. Any knowledge of God then that
does not lead to his worship and adoration as the magi did is in-
complete and does not have the light of life (Jn 8:12).

So, the good news today is that there is no one standard
to measure how God reveals himself to creation. He defiled what
the Jews knew about him. He revealed himself in the Child Jesus
to the shepherds who were keeping watch in the field despite their
social stigma, to the magi in the East despite their paganism, and
to Paul, the persecutor of the Church, in spite of his sinful-
ness. He saw in them veritable instruments to be used to make
himself known. He turned them to his glory. He can do the same
with you. As a God whose ways are unsearchable and inscrutable
(Rom 11:13), he uses crooked hands to write straight. Our pray-
ers this year should be to ask God to open our eyes to see, our
hearts to love, and our minds to know Him.

LA REVELACION DE DIOS A TODAS
LAS PERSONAS

La Epifania es la celebracion de la revelacion de Jesus a
los judios y gentiles como el Salvador del mundo. Celebra la
misma realidad que la Navidad pero con un énfasis diferen-
te. Mientras que la Navidad enfatiza que Dios se hizo hombre, la
Epifania enfatiza la gloria del Dios-hombre para el mundo. En el
Antiguo Testamento, Dios se reveld a los judios a través de
Abraham, pero en el Nuevo Testamento se revel6 a las naciones
gentiles a través de los Magos de Oriente.

Antes de este tiempo, Dios era conocido s6lo como el
Dios de los judios, mientras que el resto de la humanidad que no
profesaba creer en Dios era visto como paganos. Dios solo utilizo
a los judios (como prueba de fuego) para comenzar la revelacion
de si mismo, pretendiendo extenderla a otras Naciones a través de
Israel, como leemos en la primera lectura. Incluso las palabras
del salmista en la misa de hoy son una confirmacién de este plan
divino. Esto confirma que siempre hay mas acerca de Dios que
necesita ser conocido.

Una de las implicaciones de la Epifania es la universali-
dad de la salvacion para todas las personas. Jests confirmé desde
el principio que Dios no mostrd parcialidad en su trato con la
humanidad cuando se revel6 a los tres reyes magos. Estos sabios
eran adoradores de la naturaleza que interpretaban fendémenos y
acontecimientos leyendo los movimientos de las estrellas y otros
cuerpos celestes. En su omnipotencia, Dios se sirvid de su manera
de ver la realidad para dar a conocer su gloria en el Nifio Jesus.

Es esta revelacion de la que Pablo habla en la segunda
lectura de hoy como un evento que hizo a los gentiles coherede-
ros y coparticipes de los judios en la promesa de Cristo Jesus a
través del Evangelio (Efesios 3:6). Todo esto confirma la antigua
profecia de que con el nacimiento de Jesus “toda carne vera la
salvacion de Dios” (Lc 3,6). Esta es la naturaleza del cristianis-
mo, es decir, que Dios y la salvacion sean accesibles a todas las
personas sin discriminacion.

Como podemos ver, los judios, que reclamaban una pre-
rrogativa exclusiva para Dios y tenian las Escrituras para demos-
trarlo, no reconocieron que el Salvador estaba entre ellos, mien-
tras que los Magos, que seguian la luz natural de las estrellas,
pudieron para encontrarlo. Al igual que los judios, nosotros tam-
bién tenemos las Escrituras y los Sacramentos, pero vivimos de
una manera que huele a lo que dice Pablo acerca de “tener apa-
riencia de piedad (religion), pero negar la eficacia de ella” (2 Tim
3:5). Tener la Biblia y no caminar en su luz o los Sacramentos y
no participar plenamente de ellos, no nos va a llevar a ninguna
parte.

Con los magos, aprendemos que lo que importa no es la pose-
sion de la verdad (como los judios), sino cuan preparados estamos para
caminar a la luz de la verdad que poseemos. En otras palabras, no sere-
mos salvos porque poseamos la verdad sino porque vivimos la verdad
que poseemos. Cualquier conocimiento de Dios, entonces, que no con-
duzca a su culto y adoracién como lo hacian los magos, es incompleto y
no tiene la luz de la vida (Jn 8,12).

Entonces, la buena noticia hoy es que no existe un
estandar inico para medir como Dios se revela a la creacion. Profané lo
que los judios sabian de él. Se reveld en el Niflo Jesus a los pastores que
velaban en el campo a pesar de su estigma social, a los magos de Oriente
a pesar de su paganismo, y a Pablo, el perseguidor de la Iglesia, a pesar
de su pecaminosidad. Vio en ellos verdaderos instrumentos a utilizar
para darse a conocer. Los convirtid para su gloria. El puede hacer lo
mismo contigo. Como Dios cuyos caminos son inescrutables e inescruta-
bles (Romanos 11:13), usa manos torcidas para escribir derecho. Nues-
tras oraciones este afio deben consistir en pedirle a Dios que abra nues-
tros 0jos para ver, nuestro corazon para amar y nuestra mente para cono-
cerlo.
